Santo liked the newly-designed pros-
theses so well that he codfiunded a com-
pany in Gurnee, along with prosthetist-or-
thotist Ray McKinney and John McDo-
nough of Lake Forest, who also heads
McDonough Medical Products.

MecKinney Prosthetics LLC, located on
Washingion Sireet just east of ITunt Club
Road, opencd 15 months ago and busi-
ness “has gone well,” MeDonough sad.
He credits part of the success to the com-
plementary backgrounds of the co-
founders.
